• Even with proportional VAT amounts, avoiding this and other taxes continues to 

be the main harm. 

 

• An irregular tax situation implies avoiding more than 50% of the taxes. 

 

• In the 2001-2014 period, over 100 new mills were installed as a consequence 

of an interesting profitability level fostered by informal competition. 

• There exists an unused installed capacity 

of up to 50% 

• Consequence of the limited technological 

requirements and no controls that generate 

low input barriers 

• This makes price the only variable before 

a stable demand  

• Exporting and ending precarious 

facilities appear to be the solution
